Author Rodney Harrison, says “Few would consider Sturgis
to be a ‘family friendly event.” Despite well-intentioned
efforts to tame Sturgis, it is still a pace where hard steel,
hard men and lawlessness is grounded in reality and not just
an outdated stereotype. A study quoted by Sturgis Rally
alumni, Dr. Danny Decker, shows that if a child is reached
first, the church is successful in reaching the family (all
parents and children in the household) less than 4% of the
time. If the mother is reached first, the family is reached
17% of the time. However, if the father is reached first, that
number soars to 94%.

Author Bob Hower, a local pastor and a volunteer Chaplain
for the Rally shared, “for 51 weeks out of the year, Sturgis is
a sleepy upper mid-west town of 6,627. All of that changes
each August when over 400,000 people converge in and
around Sturgis. Add to all the visitors to the Rally, there are
over 700 vendors in downtown Sturgis.” The city of Sturgis
has to handle all these people — business licenses,
sanitation, traffic flow, power usage, water usage, portable
facilities, etc. The city workers are under tremendous
pressure in the months leading up to the Rally and work
long hours during the Rally itself. Then there is the cleanup.
The city workers have quite a job to do.

e Pray that the city workers have thoroughly planned
out their response to the Rally

e Pray for the city workers to have patience and
understanding with all their visitors

Day Thirteen
“"Heart of a Volunteer”

for those men and women who volunteer to ‘stand in the
breach.” These volunteers have been a constant source of
joy and encouragement to those of us in the Dakota Baptist
Convention who work to put this evangelistic even together.
Our volunteers take time off from work — many travel a
great distance — sleep at one of our local churches — work a
three- hour shift; all for the opportunity to share with a
visitor at the Rally about what God has done in their life.
We, in the Dakota Baptist Convention, hold these volunteers
in the highest regard.

Day Eight

We use some of our volunteers to stand at the front of the
tent next to the sidewalk to ‘catch’ people in the crowds that
pass by the front of our evangelism tent. These ‘catchers’
are the first point of contact for the human waves passing
by the tent. The role of these catchers is to quickly and
winsomely share with those passing by about a chance to
win a brand new Harley Davidson. These catchers attempt
to get people to listen to a three-minute presentation with
volunteers. Under the tent the volunteers will share how God
has changed their life. That's all there is to it. (By the way,
the motorcycle we give away is front and center under the
tent so people can see what we are giving away.)

e Pray the catchers voices would hold up under the
constant strain of use in a very loud environment
e Pray for the catchers to have a holy boldness



e Pray for the catchers to speak clearly and joyfully to
those passing by
e Pray for God to speak to and through our catchers

Day Nine
“Ears to Hear”

"I do not cease to give thanks for you, remembering you in
my prayers, that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the
Father of glory, may give you a spitit of wisdom and of
revelation in the knowledge of him, having the eyes of your
hearts enlightened, that you may know what is the hope to
